In Romania, New Year's Day is a public holiday observed on January 1.

Most Romanians have both New Year's Day and the day after off school or work.

The day is filled with recreational activities, and people spend time with family
and friends. Romanians also hold many superstitions about the holiday.

On New Year's Day, it's common to wear red because the color is seen as
embodying good luck and joviality.

Many Romanians also eat fish on New Year's Day because itis supposed to
bring affluence in the New Year.

Also, being born on the holiday is considered to be auspicious, and tossing a
coin into water is meant to confer wealth upon the person who does it.

Opening doors right at midnight when New Year's Day begins represents the
feeling of releasing the past year and starting the New Year afresh.

Also, the way one behaves on New Year's Day is said to predict how their life
will go the rest of the year, which is why Romanians try to be cheerful on the
holiday.

Near Year's Day is also a colorful and raucous display as people dress in
costumes, play music and dance, cheer, ring bells and perform various rituals
associated with the holiday.
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The celebrations start early in the morning with a praxis called "Little Plow.

Romanians entreat God to give them a prosperous year, and then children
pretend to be plowmen by ringing bells and using play whips.

They also use an instrument called the bull which makes a sound that's
homogeneous with the sound bulls make.

Then at night, elderly men perform the same ritual except they use real
farming implements and the ritual is called "Old Plow."

Did you know?

Two of the dances Romanians perform on New Year's Day are the Dance of the Bear
and the Dance of the Goat. Both involve wearing masks and elaborate costumes.
The Dance of the Bear is meant to symbolize the previous year's death and the
New Year's birth. Of course, one of the main characters in the dance is the bear,
but a gypsy also features prominently in the story behind the dance. The gypsy
chains up the bear and forces it to perform to earn money. The Dance of the Goat
symbolizes nature's death and rebirth and includes elders and beautiful and ugly

people in addition to a goat.
